For the purpose of establishing credit with SOUTHERN WINE AND SPIRITS OF INDIANA , INC. (hereafter ñSouthernò), the undersigned 

applicant(s) (hereafter ñPermitteeò) furnish and represent the information set forth in this credit application as true and accurate.  It is understood and 

agreed that in deciding whether or not to extend credit to Permittee, Southern is relying on the truth of the information furnished herein regarding 

Permitteeôs credit.  Should any inaccuracies be discovered, Permitteeôs credit privileges immediately will be revoked.  Permittee authorizes Southern to 

contact Permitteeôs credit references and to check and obtain a consumer/investigativ1e consumer report concerning Permitteeôs credit worthiness, credit 

standing and credit capacity with consumer reporting agencies and others. Except as agreed herein, Southern will not disclose your private information 

unless it is required to do so by law, to verify your continuing financial stability or in an effort or action to collect your unpaid debt to Southern.

   1.   All  invoices are due within the time set forth in the Indiana Alcoholic Beverage Laws and Regulations (collectively ñIN Lawsò).     

   2.   All sales are made in accordance with state law. 

   3.   In accordance with the law, a late charge, penalty charge and any other, to the fullest extent the State allows, will be levied on all late 

payments from the first legal day from the date of delivery and each (30) days thereafter. 

   4.   In the event of a dispute as to the validity of any amount due, or any part thereof, the party who is the prevailing party shall be entitled 

to reasonable attorneyôs fees and costs as provided by law.   

   5.   Any dispute between Southern and Permittee may be filed in the courts of Indiana.  

   6. Permittee further acknowledges and agrees that late payments will result in the revocation of credit terms, the Permittee will be placed 

on a C.O.D. basis and the Permittee may suffer loss of Permittee related discount(s).  Further, Permitteeôs delinquency will be reported 

to the applicable credit monitoring agency(ies).

 NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing recitals which the undersigned hereby represents are true and correct and other 

good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the undersigned Guarantor(s) hereby agrees as follows: 

 

1. Guarantor does hereby unconditionally guarantee and agree to perform to Southern, and to its endorsers, transferees, successors or 

assigns of either this Guaranty or any of the obligations secured hereunder, any and all existing or future obligations of the Principal 

to Southern of any kind or character.  If default shall, at any time be made or suffered by Principal under the terms of the credit 

granted to Principal, Guarantor, for itself, its heirs, successors and assigns agrees upon demand to make such payments and discharge 

such obligations for which the Principal may be liable. 

2. The obligations covered by this Guaranty include all obligations of the Principal to Southern now existing or hereafter coming into 

existence, and any renewals, or extensions, in whole or in part, of any of said obligations heretofore described, together with all 

damages, losses, costs, interest, late and penalty charges, expenses, including attorneyôs fees, whether suit is brought or not, and 

liabilities of every kind, nature and description suffered or incurred by Southern arising in any manner out of, or in any way 

connected with, or growing out of obligations or liabilities of the Principal to Southern. 

3. The liability of each Guarantor hereunder is UNLIMITED and shall include payment of all costs and attorneyôs fees incurred by 

Southern in the enforcement of this Guaranty and the collection of monies owed by the Principal to Southern. 

4. This is an open and continuing Guaranty.  This Guaranty shall remain in full force until Guarantor(s) delivers to Southern written 

notice revoking it as to indebtedness incurred subsequent to such delivery.  Such revocation shall in no way release the Guarantor 

from his Guaranty of any obligation of the Principal then in existence or from any renewals, extensions or modifications thereof, in 

whole or in part. The death of the Guarantor, if a natural person, shall not revoke this guaranty; in case such death, this Guaranty 

shall remain in force until written notice by the domiciliary personal representative of the Guarantor revoking this Guaranty has been 

received by Southern. If the Guarantor is a partnership, co-operative, or association of any kind, dissolution thereof by death or 

otherwise shall not revoke this Guaranty, but in case of such dissolution of partnership, co-operative or association, and the members 

thereof, shall remain responsible on this Guaranty until written notice by the person legally empowered to wind up the affairs of such 

dissolved Guarantor revoking this Guaranty, has been received by Southern. 

5. Guarantor agrees that this is a guarantee of payment and not of collection, and that this Guaranty may be enforced upon failure of 

Principal to pay Southern, its successors or assigns, promptly, when due, any amount coming due without any other condition to 

Guarantorôs obligations hereunder. It is further agreed by Guarantor that its obligation to pay amounts coming due to Supplier shall 

be unaffected by the filing by or against Principal of any proceeding under Title 11 of the United States Code or any other federal or 

state bankruptcy or insolvency law.

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6. This Guaranty shall apply to all merchandise sold to any agent of the Principal at the above location and to all other locations owned 

by and/or affiliated with the liquor Permit set forth above, whether existing now or in the future. 

7. Guarantor(s) waives notice and any right to require Southern to proceed against Principal as a prerequisite to the enforcement of the 

Guaranty. 

8. The Guarantor hereby agrees that extensions of time with respect to any obligation covered by this Guaranty may be granted by 

Southern to the Principal, without notice to the Guarantor, and without thereby affecting the liability of the Guarantor under this 

Guaranty in any respect; the Guarantor hereby consents to any and all modifications with respect to the terms of any obligation 

covered by this Guaranty as may be agreed to by the Principal and Southern and waives notice of any such modifications, the 

Guarantor waives notice of acceptance of this Guaranty by Southern, or of the creation or extension or renewal of any obligation of 

the Principal to which it relates, or of any default by the Principal. The Guarantor agrees that no act or omission on the part of 

Southern shall in any way affect, diminish or impair the Guarantorôs obligations under this Guaranty. 

9. If the Guarantor is a natural person, this agreement binds his heirs, administrators, executors, successors and assigns, and if a 

corporation, its successors and assigns.

12. All notices given hereunder shall be sufficient if delivered personally or mailed, postage prepaid by first class mail, to the party at the 

addresses set forth herein or at such address as the party may designate in writing from time to time or sent by overnight delivery 

with delivery verification. Any such notice shall be effective upon personal delivery, receipt by overnight delivery, or if mailed, 72 

hours after it has been deposited in the United States mail, duly addressed and postage prepaid.

As part of our continued efforts to better serve our customers, SWS is pleased to announce a new 

program that involves electronic processing of check payments received via telephone.  Among 

other benefits, we believe we can better serve our customers by eliminating errors such as check 

handling and posting delays that at times occur with more traditional check handling procedures. 

  

In 2003 the US Congress enacted into law the Check Clearing for the 21
st
 Century Act (or Check 

21 Act).  This law allows the recipient of a paper check to convert a check into a digital version 

thereby eliminating the need for further handling of the physical document.  Thus, checks 

received by SWS may be converted into an ACH transaction. 

 

Effective September 1, 2011, we will initiate electronic processing of all check payments 

received.  Our goal is to provide customers with a convenient and effective method to make 

payments.  Therefore, when providing a check as a form of payment, you are authorizing SWS to 

use information from your bank account to make a one-time electronic funds transfer. Funds 

may be withdrawn from your account as soon as the same day you make payment.   

 

As a benefit to our customers, SWS is offering this new payment option free of charge.  To get 

started, simply do the following:

Inc.
